First Time Asthma Attacks

In the situation of a first time asthma attack, a student is to be administered four
separate puffs of a blue reliever puffer via a spacer and an ambulance is to be
called immediately.

Four separate puffs should be given every four minutes until the ambulance
arrives.

Reliever puffers are extremely safe, even if the student does not end up having
asthma.
